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PART 2  DEFINITIONS

For the purposeof this Bylaw, all words shall carry their customary meaning except for those
defined hereafter.

ACCESSAY BUILDINGmeans a subordinate building orstructure on the same lot asthe main
building and separated from it, devoted exclusivdy to an aacessoryuseor a permitted home
occupation use;

ACCESSORRIDORmMeans a portion of land providing accessfrom astreet to aflagor landlocked
lot.

ACCESSRAY USHEneansa usecustomarily subordinate and incidental to and exclusivelydevotedto
amainuseof land or building and locaed on the samelot;

ACTmeansthe Municipal Govenment Ad. 1998, c. 18, s.1. and amendmentsthereto?;

AGRIQULTWALUSENeans a useof land and buildingsfor farming, dairying, pagurage,agriailture,
apiculture, floriculture, horticulture, and animal and poultry husbandry and the necessary
accessoryusesfor padking, storing or treating the produce;

ALTER mansany change in astructural component of abuilding, or any increasein the volume of
abuilding or structure;

AMENITY SPACEmMeans on site outdoor spacedesigned for adive or passve recreational use;

AMUSBENT ARCADE means a commercial facilty which contains more than three amusement
madinesand without limiting the generality of the foregoing, includespin ball macinesand
electronic and/or medanical gamemacdinesoperated by depositing coins or tokens;

AMUSBENT MACHINEmeans any mechanical devicewhich isoperated by the introduction of a
coin, or token, or isdesignedto be sooperated, which does not dispense goods, or serviceshut is
used asa source of ill teging,amusement or entertainment, including, but not limitedto, a
television gane, a driving gamea pinball machine, a shuffleboard, apool table, and other similar
coin-operated devices;

ANIMALHOSPITAmeans a facilty primarily intended to be used for the temporary medical care of
animalsor birdsfor monetarygan;

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APARMENT HOTEImeans a building used asa hotel and asan apartmentbuilding where not more
than 50 percent of the living acommaodation therein, accordingto total building floor area, are
dwelling units;

ASSISTHDMNG COMHAEXmeans a residential facility, intended, primarily, to house able and
sem-able seniorsin individual suites,and which shall feature a common dining room and kitchen
servicesand which mayalsofeature the following or similarservicescommon entertainment and
gathering room, common AVroom, onsite nursing, shuttle servicespnsite administrator,
communal gardens,onsite medical room. Assised living complexesshall feature an elevator for
any levelsnot accessble from grade.

AUTO/MOBILESERVE STATION means a building or a clearly defined space on alot usedfor the
saleof lubricating oils and gasoine and mayinclude the saleof automobile accessoriesserviang
and minor repairing of motor vehicles,an automobile car wash orconvenience store, in any
combination, but doesnot include an automobile body shop;

BASEMENT meansa storey or storeysof abuilding locded below the first storey.

BEDAND BREAKFASETABLIFIMENT means a single unit dwelling in which the proprietor
supplies,for compensation, not more than 2 bedroomsfor the temporary accommodation of
travelkers;

BOARDINGHOUSEmMeans a single unit dwelling in which the proprietor supplieseither room or
room and board for compensation for more than 2 bedrooms which is not opento the general
public;

BUFFERheansthe useof fencesand or landscaping to physically separate or screen one useor
property from another so asto visually shield or blocknoise, lights or other nuisances.

BUILD-TOPLANEmeansa vetrtical plane that extends upward two storeysfrom aline drawn paraliel
to the street along the frontageof the lot

BUILDINGmeans any structure whether temporary or permanent, used orbuilt for the shelter,
accommaodation or enclosure of persons, animals,material or equipmentbut doesnot include
structuresdesigned and intended for transport except where they are animmobile or converted
transport structure.?

BUILDINGHEIGHT (in storeys) meansthe number of storeyscontained between the roof and the
floor of the first gorey.

BUILDINGLINEMeans any line regulating the postion of a building or structure on alot;

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BULKSTORABFAQLITYmeans a placefor the outdoor sorageor tank storageof large quantities
of raw materials or industrial related goods such as liquids fuel, oil), gasesminerals, pipes, gravel,
fertilizersand grain;

BUSNESR PROFESSALOFFRIE means aroom where businessmaybe transacted, a service
performed or consultation givenbut doesnot include the manufaduring of any product or the on-
site retaining or seling of goods;

CAMPGROND means an area of land for the temporary accommodation of traveltrailers,
motorized homes,tentsand trailers used for travel, recreational and vacation purposesbut does
not include a mobile home park;

CHLDCAREXENTRE; means a provincially certified faciliy where children are cared for on a
temporay daily basisfor compensation without ovemight accommodation.

CHJRCH means a building dedicated to religiousworship and instruction;

CLINIC mans a building usedfor medical, dental, surgicalor therapeutical treatment of human
patientsthat does not indude overnight faciltiesand does not include a professonal office of a
doctor locaed in hisor her residence;

COMMERJIALSEOOL means a school conducted for compensaion and includesa secrearial
school, languageschool, and driving school but does not include a day nurseryor universty;

COMMUNITY CENTRENeans any building orpart thereof usedfor community adivitieswhether
usedfor commercial purposes or not, the control of which isvested in the municipality, alocal
board oragentthereof, or a non-profit organization;

CONVENIENCE STOREneans a building which isused asa store that servesthe primary needs of
the adjacent neighbourhood and includesthe sde of magazine, confectionaryitems,grocay items
and a delicatessen or snack bar;

QOUNALshall mean the Gouncil of the Town of Antigonish;

QUSTOMNORKSHDP means a building orpart of abuilding usedby atrade, craft or guild for the
manufadure in smallquantities of made-to-measure clothesor articlesand shall include
upholstering, repair, refinishing of antiquesand other art objects, but shall not include metal work,
spinning, woodworking, or furniture manufaduring;

DAYCARE: seechild care centre;

DAYNURSERY see child care centre;
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DEVELMMENT includesany erection, construction, alteration, replacemnent or relocation of or
addition to any structure and any changeor alteration in the use made of land or structures;

DEVEL®MBENT OFFCERmeansthe development officer appointed by the Town in acordance with
the Act and chargedwith the duty of administering the provisions of this By-law;

DRYCLEAINGOR LANDRYESABLIFIMBNT means a building where dry cleaning, dry dyeing,
cleaning or pressingof articlesor goods of fabric is carried on and in which only flammable solvents
are or can be usedwhich emit no odours or fumes and in which no noiseor vibration causea
nuisance or inconvenience outside of the premises;

DRYSTORAGEMeans storagespacemade avaibble to the public for the storageof common
household, office or small scaleretail gopods on atemporay basis.

DWELLNG means a building, occupied or capable of being occupied asa home, residence, or
sleeping placeby one or more persons, containing one or more dwelling units, and shall not include
a hotel, amotel, apartment hotel, atraveltrailer or amotor home;

DWELLWNG, CONVERED means a building convertedto contain agreater number of dwelling units
than the building contained prior to that converdon;

DWELING,DUPIEXsee DWELLING, TWMIT,

DWELLNG, GROUPED meanstwo or more dwelling unitswhich are contained within two or more
buildings loated on alot;

DWELLWNG,MULTIPLENIT means a building consisting of three or more resdential dwelling units
within a single gructure but does not include a townhousedwelling?,

DWELLNG, SEMI-DETACHEDmeans a building that is divided vertically into two dwelling units, each
of which hasits own dedicated exterior entrance orientedtowardsthe street, and each of which is
desighed to, if subdivided, existasone independently owned dwelling unit on its own lot#;

DWELLNG, SINGE DETACHEDmeans a completely detached dwelling unit®;

GROUP HOMEmeans a single housekeeping unit in a resdential dwelling in which a maxinum of
eight residents, not including staff or receiving family, livetogether under supervision, in
accordance with Provincial requirements.

GUESTHOUSEmeans a dwelling where the proprietor suppliesroom or room and board for
monetary gainon atemporarybasiswhere not more than six (6)roomsare soused and which is
opento the traveling public;

KENNELmeans any structure or premisesin which domegtic petsare boarded, groomed or trained
for commercial gain. Animal $elters, such asthoseoperated by municipalitiesor the SPCA, shall be
deemed to fall within this category. The temporary shelter of up to 3 domegic animalswithin a
private residence shall not be deemed a kennel.

LANDSCAMGmeans any combination of trees,shrubs, flowers,grassor other horticultural
elements,decarative stonework, pavers,screening or other architecural elements, all of which is
designed to enhance the visual amenity of aproperty or to provide a screen between propertiesin
order to mitigate objectionable interaction between them;

LCENSEDLIQUORESABLIFIMENT meansan esablishment licensed by the NovaSmtia Liquor
Licensing Board under the Liquor Control Act, RS, ¢.260, s1'%;

LODGING RESIDENCE means a set of living quarters containing 5 or more lodging units, which is not
opento the travelling public, and which does not include a home for special care;

LODGIN®NITmeansone or more rooms, provided in return for remuneration, used or designed to
be used for sleeping accommodation®dging units may contain cooking or sanjtiacilities, but
not both.

LOTmeansa parcelof land descrbed in adeed or shown on aregistered plan of sibdivisionor a
plan specifically approved by GCouncil (See Fgure 7.);

OUTDOORDISPLAY naasan ara of land where merchandiseare displayed and which are
available for immediate saleto the general public from aretail outlet located on the samelot;

OUTDOOR STORAGEmeansthe storageof inventory, materialsor equipment or other itemsthat
are not intended for immediate sale by locaingthemin ayard;

PARKINGLOTmeans an open area of land other than (C3) ZONEa street or an aea within a
structure for the parking of vehicles;

PARKINGLOT PRIVAEmeans a parking lot located on privately held land and which isintended to
be usedfor long term parking under leaseor simiar arrangemnent.

SANAGEYARD means an area of land usedfor the storage, handling or processing of and sale of
scrap maerial, and without limiting the generality of the foregoing, mayinclude wase paper, rags,
bones,used bicycles,vehicles,tires,metalsor other scrap material or sahage, but shall not include
a hazardous wage material storage or disposalsite or recycling depot.

SGEENNGmMeansthe useof aphysical obstruction intended to separate areasor functions which
detract from the appearance of the street scene and/ or the view from the surrounding areas.A
screen mayindude retained vegeation, fences,walls,berms,and/ or newly landscaped areas.

SHEVI-DETACHEDDWELING meansa building that is divided verticallyinto two dwelling units each
of which hasan ndependent entrance;

SEIORATIZENHOUSNG means multiple-unit housing designed for occupation by senior citizens,
and constructed and maintained by a public housing authority;’

SERVIE INDUSTRESncludesthe processing of milk and dairy products,a bakery, a public garage
including engine repair and body shop, aprinting egablishment, alaundry or cleaning
edablishment, a paint shop, plumbing shop, sheet metal shop and similar uses.
